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TOPIC:   End of Season Cycle Maintenance 

 

Whether the riding season in your area lasts only four or five months, 

or as long as ten months, most of us will let our motorcycles remain 

unridden for a long enough period of time that it is best to prepare it for a season of rest. 

 

November typically brings weather throughout the northern tier of states that is not very good for motorcy-

cling. Most parts of this great country of ours experience two or more months of weather that is not consid-

ered part of the riding season. The air temperature alone gets cold enough to cause hypothermia without 

adding the wind chill from sitting atop a motorcycle while blasting down the road at legal speeds ï even at 

45 mph. And many areas will have snow on the ground before the month is out. Some of you may be cold-

blooded enough to prolong the season a few extra weeks, but for most, there is a period each year when 

your motorcycle becomes a lonesome friend sitting quietly in the garage. 

 

Before you park it for a season of inactivity, this is a great time to get your end of season maintenance done. 

It is recommended that you change the oil and oil filter to remove contaminants ï dirt, deposits, acids and 

moisture ï that can lead to corrosion inside the engine. Other fluid levels should be checked for proper 

level. If the fluids are due for replacement based on miles ridden since the last change (check your manual 

and service history), this is a good time to do that and any other maintenance tasks that you may have been 

putting off. 

 

Your mechanic likely is not very busy at this time of year. He (she) would probably appreciate your visit, 

too! And you know your bike will be better for it. Then when spring comes next year (it is not that far off, 

after all!), youôll be ready to go without a visit to the mechanic before planning your next big ride. After 

you get it back from your mechanic, fill the gas tank and add the appropriate amount of fuel stabilizer (such 

as Stabil) before parking your Wing. Wash and wax the bike and inflate the tires. The battery should be dis-

connected from the motorcycle (negative terminal first) and trickle charged at least every 30 days, per your 

Gold Wing Ownerôs Manual. (Refer to your battery charger manual for more charging details.) Take good 

care of your Wing, and your Wing will take good care of you!

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Recently I broke my pull throttle cable up on the grip. The cable broke about a 

mile from my home and the bike idled me up and down hills all the way 

home.  Now the process for replacing the cable is to remove everything from the bike and get underneath the 

air filter box. Once I had gotten down to the air filter I discovered I has a mouse nest on about half the filter. 

I bought the bike used and with only 26,000 miles on it I had just assumed it was ok. Wrong. The bike had to 

have been stored for some time with the previous owner but I have heard they can build one overnight. 

While I had the bike broke down I extended the cruise throttle cable that sits on top of the air filter box by 3 

1/4 turns. This lengthens the cable and allows the bike to engage instantly when I set the cruise. Works very 

nice now.  

I found out last Monday the hard way that if your battery shows the slightest sign of not starting your bike 

replace it as soon as possible. I rode about 100 miles from home and turned the bike off to get gas. When I 

went to restart the bike it was dead. I had my son bring my trailer and we got it home. The next day I re-

placed the battery and it works fine. Ready to ride again.

Level I: Safety by Commitment (Safe Rider Program) 

Level I of the Rider Education Program is also referred to as Safe 

Miles. It represents the commitment of the Rider and/or the Co-Rider to practice safe motorcycle operation 

whenever they operate their motorcycle. 

Safety is a state of mind which can only be attained through total commitment. Every successful ac-

complishment begins with a commitment to reach the intended objective. This is true of the Rider Educa-

tion Program and includes a promise to learn for the sake of Rider, Co-Rider, friends and family, and others 

on the road. 

Though there is no mileage requirement to enter Level I, the commitment to safe riding is tracked by 

the number of accident free miles since joining GWRRA. Accident free miles are accumulated in 5,000 

mile increments and may be updated at yearly intervals. 

Rider/Co-Rider Requirements: 

-Rider to strive for and practice safe riding. They are encouraged to display these patches as an outward 

sign of that commitment 

a GWRRA Officer for verification. 

Level II: Safety by Education  (Tour Rider Program) 

Level II of the REP is also referred to as Tour Rider. It represents the commitment of the Rider and/

or Co-Rider to be safer motorcycle riders by taking approved motorcycle riding courses at regular intervals. 

GWRRA has chosen several educational training programs for the Riders and Co-Riders such as GWRRA 

Rider Courses and Sanctioned PLP programs, the MSF (Motorcycle Safety Foundation) programs, the CSC 

(Canadian Safety Council) programs, and other approved programs.

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Level III: Safety by Preparedness (Certified Tour Rider/Co-Rider) 

Level III of the REP is also referred to as Certified Tour Rider/Co -Rider. It represents the com-

mitment of the Rider and/or Co-Rider to be prepared in the event of an accident to give aid and possibly 

save lives. This is done by being knowledgeable in First Aid or CPR and carrying a first aid kit on their mo-

torcycle at all times.  

It would be wonderful if we could achieve the coveted goal of zero accidents, however, we know 

realistically, accidents will happen. Because of this, it is important to be fully prepared to lend aid to unfor-

tunate accident victims. It is important to always be prepared to save a life. Level III of the Rider Education 

Program was developed to deal with such circumstances by recognizing and encouraging proper First Aid 

or CPR training. CPR (Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation), 

has been used to save many lives. Being trained to render CPR or First Aid is a tremendous asset to those 

the REP participant will come in contact with daily. 

Rider/Co-Rider Requirements:

Level IV: Safety By Enhanced Commitment and Preparedness (Master Tour Rider/Co-Rider) 

Level IV is the most prestigious level within the Rider Education Levels Program and is referred to 

as Master Tour Rider/Co-Rider. It represents the highest level of commitment by the Rider and/or Co-Rider 

toward safe riding and preparedness. This commitment is shown by a demonstrated history of safe miles, 

continuing education and  current certification in both First Aid and CPR. These Master Tour Riders/Co-

Riders are the finest example to everyone of the highest level of commitment to safe motorcycle operation 

and preparedness. 

Level IV of the Rider Education Levels Program, the Master Tour Rider, was designed for those 

special caring individuals who desire to "be all they can be" with regards to motorcycle safety. The require-

ments are more stringent than Level III and require a greater commitment. These individuals are caring, 

trained and prepared with the experience to back them up. It is realized Level IV is not for everyone, but for 

those who desire to be of greater service to their fellow man, it is the correct prescription.

With your purchase you will 

receive either a Tour Rider or Co-Rider patch. 

Level IV:$35.00 for each participant ($8.00 additional cost for Black and Gold patch). Receive: Special Tri-

angular patch with dark blue border and your individual Master number embroidered on it.
